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Subject: Automation of Customs Processes in Import and Export — Implementation of
Auto Goods Registration, Auto Out of Charge (OOC), and Auto Let Export Order
(LEO) —reg.
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Attention of all Importers, Exporters, Customs Brokers and other Stakeholders under
the jurisdiction of Mangaluru Customs Commissionerate is invited to Circular No. 06/2026-
Customs dated 01.02.2026 issued by the Central Board of Indirect Taxes and Customs.
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In furtherance of the Government’s policy on trade facilitation and Ease of Doing
Business, and with a view to minimize physical interface and ensure faster clearance of goods
through digital enablement, the Board has introduced the following automated processes for
import and export transactions.
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Facilitation measures for Import: Auto Goods Registration & Auto Out of Charge
(000)

3.1.  Auto Goods Registration: To streamline and optimize the import clearance process,
Auto Goods Registration will be enabled upon arrival of goods, replacing the existing
manual/ web-based registration process, for the following categories of importers:

e AEO T2 & T3 Entities: Goods registration will be carried out automatically by the
system.

o Eligible Manufacturer Importers: This facility will be further extended to the
approved “Eligible Manufacturer Importers’ as notified vide Notification No.12/2026-
Customs (N.T.) dated 01.02.2026.

e Longstanding Supply Chain: Importers having longstanding supply chain will also
be provided this facility.

e DPD Facility Users: Importers availing Direct Port Delivery (DPD) facility.

3.2. Auto Out of Charge: The facility of OOC without manual intervention is being
extended to all the importers, subject to the following conditions:

e Applicable duty/ cess, if any, has been duly paid; and
e No outstanding compliance requirement or alert exists in the system.

This measure complements the existing OOC without manual intervention facility already
available to AEO T2 and T3 entities.
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Measures for Export: Auto Goods Registration & Auto Let Export Order (LEO)

With the objective of eliminating delays arising from physical interface in export clearances,
the following digital measures are being introduced:

4.1. Online Goods Registration for e-sealed cargo: An online facility for Goods
Registration is being enabled for all exporters, thereby dispensing with the requirement to
approach Customs officers physically for registration of export goods after arrival in the
customs area.

In this regard, a pilot project for e-seal based Auto Goods Registration is presently
being implemented at Nhava Sheva (INNSA1) and the facility shall be extended to other
ports in a phased manner upon installation and operationalization of universal e-seal
scanners. The process of implementation of universal e-seal readers has been initiated at New
Mangalore Port and will be soon operationalised.

4.2.  Auto Let Export Order (LEO): Once the goods are registered on the basis of risk
treatment, system-generated Auto LEO shall be granted to facilitated Shipping Bills (SBs)
fulfilling the following criteria:

e Not selected for examination/ assessment;
e No requirement of any PGA related NOC;
e Duty/ cess related to Shipping bill is paid, if applicable.
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Both Auto OOC and Auto LEO will be granted on risk based evaluation, however,
officers can invoke a “HOLD” in Customs systems to override it based on intelligence.
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All Importers, Exporters, Customs Brokers, Custodians, and other stakeholders
under the jurisdiction of Mangaluru Customs Commissionerate are advised to take note of
the above and ensure compliance.
