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Sub: Implementation of Universal E-Seal Reader at New Mangalore Port [INNMLI]-
Commencement of export container e-seal verification through ICEGATE
Integration-regarding
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Attention of all Importers, Exporters, Customs Brokers, MLOs, Shipping Lines and
other stakeholders is invited to CBIC Circular No.06/2026-Customs dated 01.02.2026
regarding implementation of various Customs automated processes for trade facilitation and
ease of doing business with a view to minimising physical interface and ensuring faster
clearance of goods through digital enablement.

Vide the above Circular, an online process for auto-goods registration of e-sealed
export goods has been proposed to be enabled to dispense with the current procedure for
Customs registration of export goods upon entry of export containers into the port area. To
begin with, the pilot project for e-seal based auto-goods registration is proposed to be
implemented at Nhava Sheva Port (INNSA1) and thereafter extended to other ports in a
phased manner upon installation and operationalization of universal e-seal readers at the
ports.
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In this regard, it is hereby brought to the notice that the implementation of universal
e-seal readers at New Mangalore Port [INNMLI1] has been successfully completed and will
be operationalised with immediate effect. The universal e-seal readers, installed at the JSW
Container Terminal Gates can scan e-seals from all recognized vendors in real time. The e-
seal data received by ICEGATE, based on information furnished by exporters at the time of
self-sealing of export containers, would be validated against the data captured by universal
e-seal readers installed at the JSW Container Terminal Gates. It is therefore necessary that
complete data regarding e-seals affixed to export containers under self-sealing permission
be carefully entered by the exporters to ensure the seamless movement of export containers
into the JSW Container Terminal and their export upon grant of auto-Let Export Order. The
JSW Container Terminal Gate Entry Receipts generated for e-sealed export containers will
be treated as the confirmation that e-seals have been duly verified (as per the data displayed
on the receipt) based on authentication by the ICEGATE. It is also essential for exporters to
enter e-seal data into the vendor portal immediately after affixing e-seals to export
containers, a process that ensures that e-seal data is transmitted to the custodian i.e., JSW
Container Terminal, well before containers reach the port for shipment.
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The New Mangalore Port Authority has accorded the necessary approval to the
custodian M/s. JSW Mangalore Container Terminal Pvt. Ltd., for installation of universal e-
seal readers and associated infrastructure at the JSW Container Terminal Gates and for
collection of Rs.99/- per e-seal from the exporters/MLOs for a period of three years and
remittance thereof directly to M/s. Lynkit Solutions Pvt. Ltd., New Delhi, the
implementation partner.
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The successful implementation of universal e-seal readers at New Mangalore Port
would enable automated processes for system-based auto-goods registration and system
generated auto-out of charge (OOC) for export, based on risk treatment, for shipping bills
that satisfy the eligible criteria specified in CBIC Circular No.06/2026-Customs dated
01.02.2026. It is therefore reiterated that it is essential for exporters to procure e-seals only
from recognized vendors and enter complete e-seal data in the vendor portals well in time,
so that the benefit of automated processes put in place for faster clearance of export goods
is fully extended to them. It may also be noted that export containers must be gated in at
the JSW Container Terminal not only for e-seal verification, but also to complete the
ensuing automated processes i.e., auto-goods registration and auto-out of charge.
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In such instances where the Universal E-seal Reader is unable to scan the e-seal
affixed on the export container, such e-seal shall be physically verified by Customs officers
using handheld device and verified with the self-declaration made by the exporter on the
examination report of the shipping bill.
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The custodian M/s. JSW Mangalore Container Terminal Pvt. Ltd., shall furnish
the report to Customs Docks on a weekly basis with regard to number of e-seals scanned
using Universal E-seal Reader and mapped with ICEGATE as well as in respect of e-seals
which were not mapped with ICEGATE and those of which were scanned physically using
handheld devices.
